Clir Trafford shared news that Seven Trent fund would be a good approach for help in raising funds to
redevelop the Glapwell Centre but they wanted to eb the major contributor. A phased approach to
development would allow this it happen. We could then knit together a patchwork of.investors. A start
up grant would allow us to undertake surveys and consultations and draw upa development plan. First
step is to consult local community and identify if the plan of 9 years ago-needs.modifying. Ideally we
would be looking at a full demolish and redevelop plan.

Reserve sitting at £64770.48

RFO — Pleasantly surprised when it came out that close given that back in April/May expecting less in
reserves. The Government support with wages has kept us afloat and our overheads have come
down. Therefore we have built/several projects in to the budget.

89/20/03 Budget monitoring

RFO - Lock down continues toaffect income. Nothing in for November. October was OK but covered
longer bookings so they will need to be rolled forward. Hoping that come end of year we will see 32k
in reserves which carriesus forward well. Will wait to see its not easy to forecast.

89/20/04Budget setting

Draft budget:

Looking at reserve I've built in income of £8000 but we don’t know if they will be there given the
pandemic. Have put in peppercorn rent at £150, that’s not been agreed but that looks about average.
The additional £8500 is in so that now adds to it. But looking at spending staffing etc. it’s been built in
based on the year before last and really, we are looking at covering those costs. Hopefully there will
be more income. But in order to maintain we need to set a precept of around 7% if we want to look at
£22000 reserve in 2022. So, we will be down on reserves in 2022 but hopefully there will be more
income. A 7% band D increase is equivalent t0 £9.21 so just 18p a week.

Clir. Fleetwood — | don’t think we will be down at 2022. Not withstanding the issues over staffing |
think we’ll see savings. Its how promote the centre to get people in. For example, the Creche and GP
fitness. | think they’ll be more than 8k on lettings. Hope | can say told you so but 7% not a problem
RFO — GP fitness do not bring in money.

Clir Trafford — Is 7% politically a problem? General costs not going up and a hard time for the electors.
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Clir. Fleetwood — All the projects we’ve not had for couple of years provided we supply those hanging
baskets etc. We've got to do what we’ve identified. For that 18p we’ve got to say you will get “this”.
Clerk — Proposed a calendar of events made public

Cllr. Fleetwood— Can we do something near the Christmas tree this year?

Clir. Trafford— I’'m hearing that everyone is comfortable with 7% and a calendar of events which we
should produce. Can we do anything specific this year at the vanish this year and then make it a
regular Christmas event?

Cllr. Mellard Sibley — Carol singing is allowed as in door to door socially distanced outdoor carol
singing.

Clir. Clough — There is no singing allowed at Dave’s funeral so how they will do that | don’t know.
Clerk — Will look into what is allowed.

Clir. Jepson — Would there be any problems with where and when you sing round'it?

Clir. Hibbert — Children close to road is a problem would need a good 6 metres. And children only with
parents. Would also need a barrier along the road, two or three crowd barriers along highway.

Been working hard on the coffee shop
area. Rodent infestation has been dealt with. Several funding pots have been identified. One to cultivate
the grass was applied for and signed off and now sits with Derbyshire FA but not much happening the
FA are starting to furlough so slowing down. New goal posts are being sourced to circumvent health
and safety issues. Looking at the changing room and a facility grant, clubhouse repairs, pitch side and
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floodlights. Mindful that the majority of equipment belongs to Phil and what doesn’t work is a Health
and safety issue. Liam who is Jamie’s brother is helping Phil. But we want to make sure we are covered
for the future. Cllr. Moesby has issued £500 Not much football. The only complaint is they can’t get on
the MUGA, but MUGA will be the best source of income.

Had good chat with Jamie
who knows someone to install them who is fully certified gas. They will want to see boilers first and put
together proposal and only when certified will they go in.
