        3   Financial Regulations
To review and approve for use, the new Financial Regulations, as per the recently issued NALC Model Form on the 8/5/24 – however, as these have not been published by SLCC (who the Parish Council subscribe to), it is recommended the Parish Council cancel their SLCC subscription and join DALC, as then the Parish Council can procedurally review its Financial Regulations, as per the NALC Model Form.  
        4  Parish Plan (To be reviewed at our yearly parish council meeting)
Outlining our aims and desires with a view to improving the community of Glapwell.  Items to be included for starters, I recommend are:

Speeding on the A617 - the main road near the village. It is often a fast road despite the road having a legal speed limit of 40mph.  

The Glapwell centre is an essential part of village life. To explore this in more detail as a key organisation within the area and promote it a base for many of the services and activities that local residents want - including hosting a farmers’ market.

For the Parish Council to continue to discuss ways in which the space at the Glapwell Centre can be best used to maximize the number of activities which can be run from the centre at any one time. 

To continue to promote the Sports Hall at the Glapwell centre and to make it multi-functional to house activities to promote Health & Wellbeing.

The voice of the young - A steering Group of young people could be invited into the centre to have more of a say on these activities and help with planning.

Knowing your councilors’ and what their policies are – ensuring that communication is published not only on the website, but also in regular newsletters, to embrace the demographics of the community.

Recycling - A review of the recycling facilities in Glapwell centre would be beneficial.

Gritting on all roads, not just the bus route.

Litterbins & Dog Bins – more required in the area.

· Co-option  - one vacancy
 We need to advertise this on the Parish Council website and notice boards until it is filled. 
· Community Centre Kitchen - electrical works.

R S Electrical were assigned to do the works, however work is still to be completed.
· Football ground and MUGA (standing item) – Risk assessments have been completed by Cllr Craig Douglas.
· Vehicle speed related issues; speeding on A617 and through the village (including the speed-watch scheme) Things are progressing.  See items for decision.
· Playground facilities on the Green – 
I am pleased to confirm a payment from Community Donation for 2024 of £2,777.00 that has been awarded to the Parish Council.    As we are aware, the playground on the Green is in need of improvement so this money could be allocated towards project.  The criteria as below, includes ‘community or communal area refurbishments’, which would tie in with this project.
