-	Renovation of the community centre (standing item). The roof was leaking badly and, without repair, the centre would have to be closed for activities.  Various options for funding the roof repairs were considered including asking Bolsover DC for a loan.
-	The football ground and MUGA (standing item).  The overgrown vegetation around the sports ground, including the right of way, had been cleared by contractors.  The right of way would be sprayed on a quarterly basis to keep it clear of weeds.  Repairs on the changing rooms were coming on well.  The Muga had been renovated.
-	Sports hall boiler.  It was agreed that the boiler in the sports hall needed replacing and this would be procured via Bolsover District Council.
-	Snow warden scheme.  DCC had invited the parish to be part of its snow warden scheme.
-	MUGA adjacent to the centre.  Via Bolsover District Council, a quote for repairs to the MUGA from Lightman for £1925 plus VAT
